Our fourth annual progress report is now available! The 2019 report provides an overview
of ASI's multi-stakeholder governance model and highlights progress on some key metrics.
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After only 17 months of operation of ASlI's Certification program, the data shows that ASI

continues to grow in both participation and implementation.
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We're proud to see the efforts of ASI members in the aluminium value chain towards
certification, the growing pool of ASI accredited auditors, the engagement and



contributions of members and stakeholders in our governance meetings, and the uptake
of our customised digital platforms.

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Forest-Smart Mining Rk & A& KA

The Program for Forests (PROFOR), hosted by the World Bank Group, has released three
studies to assess the impact of mining on forests. The three studies - one on large scale
mining, one on artisanal mining and one on biodiversity offsets - identify the first known
lessons learned for implementing a forest-smart approach to mining. ASI member Fauna &
Flora International (FFI) led the work on large-scale mining.
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While the expansion of commercial and subsistence agriculture is the main driver of
deforestation worldwide, responsible for about 80 percent of forest loss, the extractive
industries also contribute to deforestation at about 5 percent globally.
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The large-scale mining report explores what forest-smart mining might look like and the
extent to which examples already exist on the ground. It focuses on the minerals of
highest economic value, including bauxite, for a range of extractives projects occurring in
forests across a variety of geographies, ecologies, and economies, analyzing for each the
condition of the forest around the mine site and the potential factors associated with better
or worse forest outcomes.
