The Entity is based in Stuttgart, Germany, and serves as the historical headquarters and one of the main production
facilities of Dr. Ing. h.c. F. Porsche AG. The Entity combines vehicle assembly, engine production, as well as administrative
functions. It is the manufacturing location for the Porsche 911 model series and, since 2019, for the fully electric Porsche
Taycan. The Entity is approximately 1,000,000 square metres in area.

The Facility plays a central role in Porsche’s industrial strategy, brand identity, and innovation efforts. Located in a densely
populated urban areaq, the Facility is directly adjacent to residential neighbourhoods and local infrastructure, making
environmental and social considerations integral to operations. It is certified under ISO 14001 for environmental
management and ISO 50001 for energy management.

The Entity is also ISO 45001 certified, and promotes employee development, apprenticeships, and local community
engagement. Governance practices are guided by the Volkswagen Group’s sustainability framework, including
transparent reporting and Due Diligence aligned with the German Supply Chain Due Diligence Act (LkSG).
